2. Conduit Mounting

1. Junction Box Mounting
1. Loosen Two  PM5x15mm screws and remove the front case set carefully 
     from the back plate. Remove the black slicon plug at the bottom of �xture.
     (Angle between front case and back plate varies from 0 degree to 45 degree.
     Push up to take down the front case.)

2. Knuckle out the 1/2” hole in the center (B) or wiring , the �xture supports
    standard 3 1x4” and 4” junction box.

3. Attach the back plate on the wall, use the supplied gaskets for
    weather tight seal.

4. Finish wiring ( Black for Line, White for Neutral, and Yellow Green for Ground).

5. Make sure the the PCB’s circuit is wired correctly, Red wire for V-Plus, Black for VH,
    and Blue for VL. And replace the front case to back plate and secure with the screws.

1. Loosen Two  PM5x15mm screws and remove the front case set carefully 
     from the back plate. Remove the black slicon plug at the bottom of �xture.
     (Angle between front case and back plate varies from 0 degree to 45 degree.
     Push up to take down the front case.)

2. Knuckle out the 1/2” hole in the center (B) or wiring , the �xture supports
    standard 3 1x4” and 4” junction box.

3. Drilling out the holes (C) to secure it on the wall with choosing proper screws.

4. Finish wiring ( Black for Line, White for Neutral, and Yellow Green for Ground).

5. Make sure the the PCB’s circuit is wired correctly, Red wired for V-Plus, Black for VH,
    and Blue for VL. And replace the front case to back plate and secure with the screws.

Note: To ensure waterproof seal, apply weatherproof silicone sealant between the mounting surface and mounting box, as well as around the 
sides of housing. This is especially important with an uneven wall surface. Silocne all plugs and unused conduit entries.
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1. Check the line voltage at the �xture is correct.
    Refer to wiring directions.
2. Is the �xture grounded properly.
3. be sure the photcell, if used, is functioning properly.
 

For 1-10V dimming, See wiring diagram below.

1. Install photocell and wire as per diagram.
2, Use photocell rated for your supply voltage.

Wattage and CCT Selection Switch

1. Loosen Two  PM5x15mm screws on the side of the �xture, open the front cover of the housing, and adjsut teh DIP switch to the corresponding
      color temperature and power in the actual application requirements.

2. Make sure that all wires are securely connected and that there are not exposed conductors, cover the �xture, (Make sure wires do not get pinched) then
    tighten the screws.
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
